Pluralities Oppose DeSantis Revoking Disney’s Special Tax Status

Republicans are the only partisan or racial group where a majority (62%) support the move to revoke Disney’s tax status.

As you may or may not know, Republican Governor Ron DeSantis recently revoked Disney’s special tax status allowing it to pay for, manage, and oversee the
Disney World property it owns in Florida. DeSantis said this move was in response to Disney opposing Florida's "Don't Say Gay" law - a law allowing parents to
sue their local school district if sexual orientation or gender are mentioned in the classroom. Revoking this status could lead to local taxpayers paying much
more in taxes — with some estimating a nearly 20% tax increase.

Global Strategy Group conducted public opinion surveys among samples of approximately 1,000 registered
voters April 28-May 2, 2022 and May 5-May 9, 2022. Each survey included oversamples of approximately 100
Hispanic voters, 75 Asian American and Pacific Islander voters, 100 African American voters, and 100
independent voters. The survey was conducted online, recruiting respondents from an opt-in online panel
vendor. Respondents were verified against a voter file and special care was taken to ensure the demographic
composition of our sample matched that of the national registered voter population across a variety of
demographic variables.
